Although the teaching of Modern Foreign Languages is not statutory in the Early Years and KS1, we in-
clude opportunities for developing awareness of the languages within the school community and wider
world through the teaching of simple songs, rhymes, games and greetings in different languages. These
are linked to our topic work where appropriate.

MFL in Keuy Stage 2

The MFL teaching in KS2 is based on the Discovering Language Project carried out by the Association of
School and College Leaders. As well as teaching a range of languages from different language families,
it includes non-language specific modules which aim to develop children’s awareness of the history and
purpose of language, grammatical structures and spelling patterns, similarities and differences between
languages. The language specific modules also include a focus on learning about the culture in the
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countries of the languages studied.
